Western Hills University High School (WHUHS) and Project GRAD Cincinnati (PGC) have been in partnership since they began.  They formed a long withstanding, positive and mutually beneficial marriage in 2003.  The former Superintendent Rosa Blackwell developed this union by appointing Mrs. Patricia Stewart-Adams and Mr. Mike Holbrook.  At the time, Stewart-Adams was the principal of Heberle K- 8 School and Holbrook was the principal of WHUHS.  The two joined together to make a difference in the lives and education of students.  With the support of Project GRAD USA, KnowledgeWorks Foundation and Cincinnati Public Schools, the brand new school, with brand new partners began its journey.  
Seven years later, this partnership is still growing strong despite several changes.  While Stewart-Adams is still the Executive Director of PGC, the principal of WHUHS changed.  Now led by Dr. Stephanie Morton, WHUHS emerged as a leading agency and serves at a community learning center as well as a high school.  Dr. Morton and Stewart-Adams share a relationship that is deeply imbedded in both organizations.  Together they helped WHUHS achieve the Effective Rating on the State Report card in four out of six years, receive the 21st Century Grant, the Greater Cincinnati Foundation Grant, the School of Choice Award, The United States Department of Education award for “Doing What Works” and raised over $600,000 in scholarships to deserving graduates.  2010 marks the first year of where Project GRAD Cincinnati Scholarship recipients graduated college.  We are very proud of our scholars.  
Through partnership PGC and WHUHS accomplished their goals to, “graduate all students prepared to attend the post secondary institution/training of their choice,” because, “Graduation Really Achieves Dreams.”
